Pre-K Lesson Plan: October 14, 2018
Bible Story Focus: God hears me and gives me what I need.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Hagar • Genesis 21:14-20
Memory Verse: “God is with you wherever you go.” Joshua 1:9, NLT
Key Question: Who’s got it?
Bottom Line: God’s got it.
Basic Truth: God loves me.


At 9:00 am all children will gather in Grade 3-5 room for songs and prayer with Pastor John. After worship the pre-k students will be released back to their Pre-K classroom.


Story Time: 

What You Need: Bible 

(Storyteller enters carrying a Bible.)

STORYTELLER: “Hi, friends! My name is [Storyteller’s name], and I’m so glad you’re here! 

(Open the Bible.)

“Today’s Bible story is about a woman named Hagar and her son. They were in a desert. Have you ever been to a desert? Deserts are hot and sandy, and it’s hard to find water. Everyone stand up. Let’s pretend we’re walking in a hot desert. Walk in place like this.

(Demonstrate walking in place.)

“We’re walking and walking and walking. It’s so hot and we’re getting tired. Show me your tired face.”

(Make a tired face.)

“That’s a good tired face. Keep walking. It’s so hot in this desert. Show me what it looks like to be hot. I fan myself like this when I’m hot.

(Begin fanning yourself with your hand.)

“Good job! You’re really good at being tired and hot. Keep walking. Now that we’re tired and hot, we need some water. Say, ‘I need water!’”

CHILDREN and STORYTELLER: “I need water!”

STORYTELLER: “Okay, you can stop walking now and sit down for a rest while I finish the story.

(Wait for the children to sit down.)

“Think about how tired and hot and thirsty you would be walking in a desert. That’s how Hagar and her son felt.

“And they had no food or water. What do you think they did? Well, I’ll tell you what they did. They began to cry. Have you ever cried because you were so hungry and thirsty? Let’s pretend to cry together. Come on! Let me hear your best cry.

(Pretend to cry with the children.)

“Okay. Okay.

(Wipe your eyes.)

“We can stop crying now. Do you know why we can stop crying? Because [Bottom Line] God’s got it! Who’s got it?”

CHILDREN and STORYTELLER: [Bottom Line] “God’s got it!”

STORYTELLER: “But Hagar and her son didn’t know that [Bottom Line] God’s got it yet, so they were crying.

“Hagar was worried they were all alone in the desert and that no one could hear them crying. But someone could hear them crying. Do you know who heard them?

(Pause for responses.)

“God! God heard them crying! God sent an angel to tell Hagar that He heard her son crying, and the angel helped her see a well full of water! Yay! They had water to drink! 

“That was the day Hagar learned that she didn’t have to worry because [Bottom Line] God’s got it. God was with them the whole time. He was listening and ready to give them what they needed.

“God hears you and can give you what you need too. No matter where you are or what’s happening, [Bottom Line] God’s got it. Who’s got it?”

CHILDREN and STORYTELLER: [Bottom Line] “God’s got it!”

STORYTELLER: “That’s the truth, friends! Let’s pray.”

PRAYER
STORYTELLER: “Dear God, You are so powerful and good. Thank You for always hearing us and for giving us what we need. I pray when we’re in trouble that we will talk to You about it and trust that You will give us what we need. We love You, God. In Jesus’ name, amen.

ACTIVITY:

1. Camp on that Verse
Hear from God | Memory Verse Review 
Made to Create: An activity that allows preschoolers to review the Bible story, Bottom Line, or memory verse by creating a craft 

What You Need: “Tent” and “Camping Scene” Activity Pages, white cardstock, glue sticks, scissors, and crayons 

What You Do: 
Before the Activity: Copy “Tent” and “Camping Scene” Activity Pages on cardstock. Cut out the tents on the “Tent” page. You will need one “Camping Scene” and one tent cutout per child.

During the Activity: Pass out the “Camping Scene” pages and a tent cutout to each child. Encourage them to glue the tent in the open part of the scene. Point to the words on the tent and say the verse aloud. Children can color their camping scenes as you review the verse.

After the Activity: Make sure each child has written his/her name on the page and set aside for glue to dry before pick up.

What You Say:
During the Activity: “Raise your hand if you’ve ever been camping before. (Pause.) Camping is so fun. On this page, you’ll find a camping scene. But something is missing. What do you think it is? (Pause.) Yes! We need a tent. I have a tent for each of you to glue to your camping scene. You can also color your page. On the tent it says our verse: God is with you wherever you go, Joshua 1:9. That’s an awesome promise, and it’s our memory verse for this month. Let’s say it together: God is with you wherever you go, Joshua 1:9.”

After the Activity: “Everyone make sure to write your name on your page. These camping scenes look great! I’m so glad to know that God is with me wherever I go. I don’t have to be afraid or worried because I know [Bottom Line] God’s got it. Who’s got it? [Bottom Line] God’s got it.”

2. Well 
Talk About God | Bible Story Review 
Made to Create: An activity that allows preschoolers to review the Bible story, Bottom Line, or memory verse by creating a craft 

What You Need: “Well” Activity Page, white cardstock, and brown dot markers 

What You Do: 
Before the Activity: Copy the Activity Page onto the cardstock. 

During the Activity: Give each child an Activity Page and a dot marker. Encourage the children to use the marker to color the well on the page. 

After the Activity: Retell the Bible story. 

What You Say:
Before the Activity: “We heard a wonderful Bible story today about Hagar and her son.” 

During the Activity: “Here is a picture of Hagar and her son next to a well just like in our Bible story. Use the brown marker to color the well.” (Do activity.) 

After the Activity: “Great job! Hagar and her son were walking in the desert. They were very hot and thirsty. They were also very tired. They were so sad they started to cry. And do you remember what happened? (Pause.) God gave them water. He heard them and was with them. God hears us and gives us what we need too. He is always with us. [Bottom Line] God’s got it! Who’s got it? [Bottom Line] God’s got it!”
